Acts of the Apostles 2:14, 36-41, Ps 22: 1-6, Peter 2:20-25
GOSPEL READING: John 10:1-10

Meditation: Do you know the peace and security
of the Good Shepherd who watches over his
own? The Old Testament often speaks of God as
shepherd of his people, Israel. The Lord is my
shepherd, | shall not want (Psalm 23:1). Give ear,
O Shepherd of Israel, you who lead Joseph like a
flock! (Psalm 80:1) We are his people, and the
sheep of his pasture (Psalm 100:3). The Messiah
is also pictured as the shepherd of God's people:
He will feed his flock like a shepherd, he will
gather the lambs in his arms (Isaiah 40:11). Jesus £
says he is the Good Shepherd who will risk his life ,
to seek out and save the stray sheep (Matthew
18:12, Luke 15:4). He is the Shepherd and
Guardian of our souls (1 Peter 2:25).

The Good Shepherd and Guardian of our souls

What can shepherding teach us about God and our relationship with him? At the end of each day the
shepherd brought his sheep into shelter. They knew the voice of their shepherd and came at his
beckoning. So familiar was the shepherd and his sheep, that each was called by a distinct name. In the
winter the sheep were usually brought to a communal village shelter which was locked and kept secure
by a guardian. In the summer months the sheep were usually kept out in the fields and then gathered
into a fold at night which was guarded by a shepherd throughout the night. He was literally the door
through which the sheep had to pass. The Scriptures describe God as a shepherd who brings security
and peace to his people. The Lord will keep your going out and your coming in from this time forth and
for evermore (Psalm 120:8). Even the leaders of God's people are called shepherds: they shall lead
them out and bring them in; that the congregation of the Lord may not be as sheep which have no
shepherd (Numbers 27:17). Just as a shepherd kept watch over his sheep and protected them from
danger, so Jesus stands watch over his people as the Shepherd and Guardian of our souls (1 Peter 2:25).
Do you know the peace and security of a life fully submitted to God?

Jesus willingly laid down his life for us - the sheep he ransomed with his own blood

St. Augustine of Hippo (354-430 AD) writes: "He has accomplished what he taught us: He has shown us
what He commanded us to do. He laid down his own life for his sheep, that within our mystery he might
change his body and blood into food, and nourish the sheep he had redeemed with the food of his own
flesh. He has shown us the way we must follow, despite fear of death. He has laid down the pattern to
which we must conform ourselves. The first duty laid on us is to use our material goods in mercy for the
needs of his sheep, and then, if necessary, give even our lives for them. He that will not give of his
substance for his sheep, how shall he lay down his life for them?" (Tr. 46 in John). Do you look to Jesus
the Good Shepherd, to receive the strength and courage you need to live and serve as his disciple?

In our parish of St Luke the Evangelist and St Timothy’s,

five RCIA participants were received into the Church at
the Easter Vigil 2026, each with a unique journey of

faith and homecoming. Here, we share one testimony RCIA
of our newly initiated members, DEWEN, a unique 00 ®

story marked by searching, discovery, and ultimately, a \.._./
sense of coming home. Dewen’s path was paved by

years of watching his wife receive the Eucharist, a silent

invitation that eventually led him to join the RCIA to
deepen his own connection with God.

‘Being able to finally participate in the Holy Eucharist was surreal,’ he says. ‘For nine years, | had watched my wife,
Gabby, receive Communion, and now being able to join her was a deeply memorable moment. The liturgies during
Holy Week were especially meaningful, as they brought to life the journey of Jesus leading up to his death.

Dewen joined RCIA as the first step in the process of becoming a Catholic, describing the six-month journey as
‘incredibly informative’, giving him, he says, ‘a much deeper understanding of the teachings of the Catholic Church and
the meaning behind its traditions. Throughout this time, | felt fully supported by the parish community, as well as by
my godparent, Kelvin, who is also my father-in-law.

Before his initiation into the Catholic Church—‘a truly a significant experience’—Dewen says he ‘had not given much
thought to the Eucharist, despite seeing Gabby receive it regularly. However, standing at the altar and receiving the
sacraments of initiation gave me a deeper sense of connection with God.

In the past six months, as he has developed a better understanding of the practices of the Church, his faith has
continued to grow. ‘One of the challenges | face in today’s world is being mindful of my thoughts and words. | am
learning to act more in the person of Jesus and to keep my emotions in check,’ he says.

‘I plan to attend Mass regularly with Gabby [at St Timothy’s]. For now, | see myself not just simply as a parishioner, as |
am open to becoming involved in church ministries and groups. | feel supported as | continue to find my feet in this
new journey of faith/

The shepherd and the gate — the metaphors are fluid in today’s gospel but the two are closely related.
We call Jesus the Good Shepherd, but here he calls himself the Gate. The shepherd who knows and cares
for the flock comes in and out through the gate and the sheep follow him through the gate. The stranger,
the thief, the brigand breaks in some other way to steal, kill and destroy.

The contrast is strongly drawn. The gate represents the threshold between caring and killing, safety and
danger, good and evil. Jesus the shepherd protects us and helps us negotiate the frontiers between life
and death.

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A reading from the Acts of the Apostles
2:14, 36-41

On the day of Pentecost Peter stood up with the
eleven and addressed the crowd with a loud
voice: ‘The whole House of Israel can be certain
that God has made this Jesus whom you crucified
both Lord and Christ.” Hearing this, they were cut
to the heart and said to Peter and the apostles,
‘What must we do, brothers?’ ‘You must repent,’
Peter answered ‘and every one of you must be
baptised in the name of Jesus Christ for the
forgiveness of your sins, and you will receive the
gift of the Holy Spirit. The promise that was
made is for you and your children, and for all
those who are far away, for all those whom the
Lord our God will call to himself.” He spoke to
them for a long time using many arguments, and
he urged them, ‘Save yourselves from this
perverse generation.’ They were convinced by
his arguments, and they accepted what he said
and were baptised. That very day about three
thousand were added to their number.

First Reading

Last week we heard Peter’s vigorous Pentecost
sermon to the very people who had condemned
Christ. This week we see what effect it had on
them. They were deeply moved and ask what
they should do.

Peter replies: turn back, receive baptism to join
yourselves to Christ, and be open to the gift of the
Spirit. He explains all this at some length, and
they are convinced. They embrace Christ and
become the nucleus of the earliest Christian
community.

The reader should try to capture the energy of
the first Pentecost day. The text offers many
possibilities in its dialogue and strong phrases. The
reader’s task is to stir the hearts of the today’s
liturgical assembly and to open up for the
listeners the promise of the Spirit.

Responsorial Psalm

Psalm 22/23 is one of the best-known psalms and
it should be possible for most parishes to sing it. If
it is read, take care with the two sixline stanzas so
that the assembly is given clear cues for the
response.

The psalm develops beautifully the metaphor of
the shepherd to speak of God’s protection and
care. The images are vivid and comforting: fresh
pastures, restful waters, the right path... They are
complemented in the third stanza with images of
hospitality. Truly we are blessed in God’s
goodness and kindness!

When Jesus adopts the metaphor and calls himself
the ‘Good Shepherd’ he knows exactly what he is
doing. In his ministry, he acts with God’s power
and compassion.

The psalm does also recognise life’s challenges:
there is evil in the valley of darkness and the sight
of my foes. The gospel too will acknowledge this
dimension when Jesus speaks of the thief who
comes to steal, kill and destroy.

A reading from the letter of St Peter  2:20-25

The merit, in the sight of God, is in bearing
punishment patiently when you are punished
after doing your duty.

This, in fact, is what you were called to do,
because Christ suffered for you and left an
example for you to follow the way he took. He
had not done anything wrong, and there had
been no perjury in his mouth. He was insulted
and did not retaliate with insults; when he was
tortured he made no threats but he put his trust
in the righteous judge. He was bearing our faults
in his own body on the cross, so that we might
die to our faults and live for holiness; through his
wounds you have been healed. You had gone
astray like sheep but now you have come back
to the shepherd and guardian of your souls.

A reading from the holy Gospel

according to John 10:1-10

Jesus said: ‘I tell you most solemnly, anyone who does
not enter the sheepfold through the gate, but gets in
some other way is a thief and brigand. The one who
enters through the gate is the shepherd of the flock;
the gatekeeper lets him in, the sheep hear his voice,
one by one he calls his own sheep and leads them
out. When he has brought out his flock, he goes
ahead of them, and the sheep follow because they
know his voice. They never follow a stranger but run
away from him: they do not recognise the voice of
strangers.’

Jesus told them this parable but they failed to
understand what he meant by telling it to them.

So Jesus spoke to them again:

‘| tell you most solemnly, | am the gate of the
sheepfold. All others who have come are
thieves and brigands; but the sheep took no
notice of them. | am the gate. Anyone who
enters through me will be safe: he will go
freely in and out and be sure of finding
pasture. The thief comes only to steal and kill
and destroy. | have come so that they may
have life and have it to the full.’

Second Reading

It is surprising to have a reading in the Easter
season that focusses so much on Jesus’ suffering. In
fact, most of the text is a paraphrase of Isaiah
53:5-12 which we read on Good Friday — it is the
Song of the Suffering Servant. It is even more
astonishing if we realise that Peter is talking about
slaves who are unjustly punished by their masters.

For us, the reading has a broader significance. At
one time or another, life is unfair for us all. The
innocent suffer; punishment is sometimes unjust. The
key is to identify with Christ. In sharing his
suffering, we will also share his glorification. So,
by his wounds we are healed.

The reason for reading this passage today
however is undoubtedly because of the final
sentence. ‘Gone astray like sheep’ quotes Isaiah,
but then Peter adds: ‘the shepherd and guardian of
your souls’. This is the good shepherd who lays
down his life for the sheep.

Gospel

The whole of John 10 develops the theme of
Christ as the good shepherd; it is divided over the
A, B and C cycles in the Lectionary for the Fourth
Sunday of Easter.

The shepherd is known — recognised by the
gatekeeper who lets him in, and by the sheep who
follow him because they know his voice. The
image of the good shepherd draws us into a
deeper encounter with Christ. This is wonderfully
life-giving. Finish the reading with exultant
emphasis on the final sentence.

Throughout, the reading builds a strong contrast
with the stranger, the thief, the brigand. They are
not recognised by the sheep. They undermine the
protection and security provided by the shepherd.

Then there is the image of the gate, the door. It
marks a threshold between inside /outside,

safe /unsafe, intimate /foreign. Getting to know
Christ lets us cross the threshold into something
new — life, life in all its fullness.

As he was about to celebrate his ‘pass-over’, Jesus
said, | am the way, the truth, and the life! (In 14:6).
This will be next week’s gospel!

	The Journey Home Fourth Sunday of Lent, Year A - 15th March 2026
	Samuel 16:1,6-7,10-13, Psalm 22(23), Ephesians 5:8-14 GOSPEL READING: John 9:1-41
	Meditation: Do you recognize the light of God's truth and power in your life? God wants  to remove every obstacle that might hinder us from recognizing the light of his truth and  wisdom for our lives. Saul, the first king of Israel, failed to recognize God's light and power  to save him from his enemies. God replaced Saul with David, the youngest of Jesse's eight  sons (1 Samuel 16). God saw something in David which Jesse and his other sons did not  recognize - a man after God's own heart who delighted in doing what was pleasing to the  Lord (1 Samuel 13:14). David was a man of courage and vision who defeated his  enemies and united his people. His strength and success came not from himself but from  God who anointed him with the power and wisdom of his own Spirit. What can keep us  from the light of God's truth, wisdom, and strength for our lives? Sin blinds us and causes  us to stumble and fall - unable to rise on our own or to walk in the freedom of God's love  and truth. Sin clouds the mind in moral confusion, and it grows in darkness and resists the  light of  God's truth. Only God's light can uncover the darkness of sin and free us to walk in the path of holiness and peace with God.
	The light of the world: When the disciples saw a man who had been blind from birth, they asked Jesus what kind of sin had caused this blindness. The Jews had understood that many infirmities were the result of human folly and sin. While sin can lead to physical, mental, and spiritual infirmities, not all sickness is the direct result of sin. Sickness can befall us for a variety of reasons. Jesus answered that God had allowed this infirmity for a greater purpose which God wanted to demonstrate as a sign of his presence and power. Jesus then made a claim which only God could rightfully make. Jesus stated unequivocally, I am the light of the world (John 9:5). In so many words Jesus was saying that he is the one true source of power and light which sustains life and overcomes the darkness of sin, confusion, and spiritual blindness. Jesus' mighty works - his miraculous signs - confirmed the truth of his message and claim to divine authority and equality with his Father in heaven. One of his greatest signs was the healing of a man who had been blind from birth.
	Healing of man born blind: When Jesus approached the blind man he first awakened hope in him - the hope which God offers those who seek his help. Jesus then did something quite remarkable for the blind man, both to identify with this man's misery and to draw expectant faith in him as well. Jesus touched the man's eyes with his own spittle mixed with dirt and bid him to wash in the Pool of Siloam which was close to the Temple. This pool of fresh flowing water was one of the landmarks of the city of Jerusalem. It's source came from the Gihon spring located in the valley outside the walls of Jerusalem. This pool was likely used as a ceremonial bath of purification for people who were going up to the Temple to worship. On the yearly feast of Tabernacles, one of the priests brought a golden pitcher of water from this pool and poured it out over the altar in the temple while reciting from the verse, "You will draw water from the wells of salvation" (Isaiah 12:3). What is the significance of the healing of the blind man at the Pool of Siloam? It is certainly more than just a miraculous event. It is a "sign" that points to the source of the miraculous life-giving water which Jesus offers through the gift and work of the Holy Spirit (John 7:38). Do you want the Holy Spirit to pour out on you his renewing power of faith, vision, and healing love? The Pharisees were upset with Jesus' miracle on two counts. First, he healed the blind man on the Sabbath, which they considered a serious violation of the command to rest on the Sabbath. Second, how could a "sinner" and a "sabbath-breaker" do such a marvelous work of God! The man who claimed to have been healed by Jesus must not have really been blind to begin with! Contrary to this false charge, the fact of this man's blindness was well known to many people, including the parents who testified under oath that he had indeed been blind since birth. The prejudice of the religious leaders made them blind to God's intention for the Sabbath (to do good rather than evil) and to Jesus' claim to be the One sent from the Father in heaven to bring freedom and light to his people. The Jewish leaders tried to intimidate both this cured man and his parents by threatening to exclude them from membership in the synagogue - the local congregation of the worshiping community of Jews. This man was shunned by the religious authorities because he believed that Jesus healed him and was the Messiah.
	Freedom from spiritual blindness: Do you allow any blind-spots to blur your vision of what God is offering you and asking of you? The Lord Jesus is ever ready to heal us and to free us from the darkness of sin and deception. There is no sickness, whether physical, mental, emotional, or spiritual that the Lord Jesus does not identify with. Isaiah prophesied that the "Suffering Servant" would be bruised for our iniquities and by his stripes we would be healed (Isaiah 53:5). The Lord offers us freedom from spiritual blindness due to sin and he restores us to wholeness of body, mind, soul, and heart.

	Isaiah 50:4-7, Psalm 21(22), Philippians 2:6-11  GOSPEL READING: Matthew 26:14-27:66
	Meditation: Lord God, I meditate today on the Passion of your Son  and his trial before Caiaphas. I am moved to tears as I contemplate  what he suffered on account of my sins and those of my brothers  and sisters. I thank you for sending him to redeem me and release  me, through his passion and death, from the slavery to sin and the  fear of death.
	The High Priest Tore His Robes: When the high priest tore his robes at Jesus’ night time trial, it was a moment of outrage or sorrow.  We see this in the Old Testament. When Reuben, the firstborn son  of Jacob, returned to the pit and saw that Joseph was no longer in the pit, he tore his clothes at the loss of his brother (Genesis 37:29).  When Elijah was taken up into heaven, his disciple, Elisha, tore his clothes at the loss of his mentor (2 Kings 2:12). But there might be something deeper going on. In Numbers 20:26-28, Moses defrocked the high priest Aaron on top of Mount Hor and transferred the high priesthood tohis son, Eleazar. Furthermore, the Law of Moses forbade the high priest to tear his sacred vestments (Leviticus 10:6; 21:10). Taken together, we can discern the transfer of the high priesthood from Caiaphas to Jesus, the true and eternal high priest. The high priesthood was stripped from Caiaphas, who tore his priestly garment, and given to Jesus, who wore a seamless garment (John19:23; Leviticus 16:4; 21:10).
	The Revelation of the Son of Man: When Jesus was asked about his identity at his trial, he chose to reveal himself not only as the “Christ” and “Son of God” but also as the “Son of Man.” All three titles have some ambiguity to them. The title “Christ” simply meant an “anointed one.” Priests, prophets, and kings were all anointed. But it could also refer to the long-awaited Messiah and royal Son of David – the Christ that prophets such as Isaiah and Daniel prophesied would come to establish justice, liberate the people of God, and lead a new Exodus. The title “son of God” could mean either an angel or a king who, by the covenant with David, was an adopted “son of God.” But when Jesus claims he is the only-begotten “Son of God,” he doesn’t mean that he is an angel or merely a king. He is the eternally begotten divine Son, who is one with God the Father. Finally, the title, “son of man,” could simply mean that he is a human being, a “son of Adam.” But the way Jesus uses it is in reference to a prophecy of Daniel, which speaks about “one like a son of man” who receives power, authority, and kingship from God, the Ancient of Days. The “Son of Man” is the title Jesus prefers to refer to himself because it means that he is both human and divine and that he has been sent by God the Father to establish the Kingdom of God on earth.
	Peter’s Denial: While Jesus is inside on trial, Peter is outside, in the high priest’s courtyard, and he, in a sense, is put on trial. Unlike Jesus, who, under oath, answers truthfully about his person and mission, Peter denies three times, and the third time under oath, that he was a disciple of Jesus or even knew Jesus. Jesus didn’t flinch from the truth when he was struck across the face. Peter flinched just because someone called out his Galilean accent. As Jesus stood and endured persecution, punches, spitting, and slaps across the face, Peter was warming his hands by a fire and denying that he knew the man he had followed faithfully for three years. While Jesus was led out, bound, to be handed over to the Roman governor, Peter fled from those who accused him of being one of Jesus’ disciples. However, Peter will repent from his denials of Jesus, and will testify to Jesus over the course of several decades, and ultimately give his life for his Lord and teacher, the Son of God, the Christ, and the Son of Man.
	Conversing with Christ: Lord Jesus, I kneel before your Cross today and revere you on the Cross. You loved me to the end and suffered for my sins. I unite my life and all that I am to you, asking that you transform my simple offering and present it in a worthy and pleasing way to God the Father.
	Living the Word of God: How can I embrace suffering and sacrifice this Holy Week? What time will I dedicate to prayer and liturgy this week? How am I called to take up my cross today?

	Acts of the Apostles 02:14-33, Ps 15: 1 Peter 1:17-21 GOSPEL READING: Luke 24:13-35
	Understanding Salvation History: Reading the Old Testament is very important  to understanding Christ. Jesus helped his disciples on the road to Emmaus  to understand the Old Testament Scriptures that pointed to his coming, mission,  and final redemptive gift of himself on the Cross. He was surprised at their lack  of belief and perhaps at their knowledge of the Scriptures: “How slow of heart to  believe all that the prophets spoke!” Later, when he appeared in the Upper  Room, he did the same thing for his Apostles. He helped open their minds to  understand his words: “He said to them, ‘These are my words that I spoke to  you while I was still with you, that everything written about me in the law of Moses and in the prophets and psalms must be fulfilled.’ Then he opened their minds to understand the Scriptures” (Luke 24:44).
	Our first Mass reading tomorrow from the Acts of the Apostles (3:11-26) shows Peter imitating Christ in this way. He showed the people how the patriarchs–Abraham, Isaac, and Jacob–were part of salvation history, and how Moses and Samuel prophesied about Christ and how he was to suffer. These Old Testament accounts are meant to be read through the lens of salvation history. Jesus is truly present in his word, both the Old and New Testaments. If we ignore the Old Testament, we are ignoring a huge part of the word of Christ. As St. Jerome said, “Ignorance of Scripture is ignorance of Christ.”
	Called to Communion: These two disciples were journeying to Emmaus, away from the rest of the disciples. They were “downcast” and disappointed at the death of Jesus. But, as a Good Shepherd, Jesus called them back to the fold with his physical presence on that Easter Sunday. In the same way, when Catholics fall away from their communities in the Church, Jesus calls them back with his physical presence in the Eucharist. Many Catholics who return “home” to the faith say that they missed receiving Holy Communion. Do you notice how full the pews are on Easter Sunday compared to the other Sundays of the year? Perhaps this is because Jesus extends a special grace on the day of his Resurrection, calling lax Catholics and even interested and open-minded non-Catholics to come to him. This thought might help us feel more charitable about the crowd. Whether they were there before Easter or will come back next week, they were called to Mass on Easter Sunday and they answered that call. We can pray for all those who felt called to Communion on Easter, that they might come back this Sunday and the next.
	Remain in Him: Jesus revealed himself to them in the Eucharist. The disciples’ eyes were opened in the breaking of the bread. We can ask ourselves if we truly recognize Jesus in his real presence in the Eucharist. However, many Catholics do not believe in the real presence of Christ in the Eucharist. There is much confusion about this teaching, yet Jesus told us plainly, without a parable, “my flesh is true food, and my blood is true drink. Whoever eats my flesh and drinks my blood remains in me and I in him” (John 6:55-56). Notice here that the two disciples wanted Jesus to remain with them, asking, “Stay with us.” He agreed and then gave them Holy Communion. This is how we are to “remain” in him: by receiving the Eucharist worthily and frequently and by adoring Him in the Blessed Sacrament. May Catholics everywhere appreciate the gift of Jesus in the Eucharist!
	Conversing with Christ: Jesus, I believe that you are present in the Most Holy Sacrament of the Altar. My physical eyes see bread, but the eyes of my soul see you. Lord Jesus, how you come to me in a humble piece of bread is still beyond the comprehension of my mind, but my soul knows and believes. Thank you for nourishing me with your very Body, Blood, Soul, and Divinity. Thank you for imbuing the Eucharist with your divine essence and for dwelling physically inside me, even for a few minutes. May I never neglect your Presence, but instead, receive you with thanksgiving and joy.
	Resolution: Lord, today by your grace I will pray for your holy presence to be recognized and adored in the Eucharist. I will make a visit to adore Jesus in the Eucharist or plan to make a special trip sometime this week.

	Acts of the Apostles 2:14, 36-41, Ps 22: 1-6, Peter 2:20-25 GOSPEL READING: John 10:1-10
	The Good Shepherd and Guardian of our souls
	What can shepherding teach us about God and our relationship with him? At the end of each day the shepherd brought his sheep into shelter. They knew the voice of their shepherd and came at his beckoning. So familiar was the shepherd and his sheep, that each was called by a distinct name. In the winter the sheep were usually brought to a communal village shelter which was locked and kept secure by a guardian. In the summer months the sheep were usually kept out in the fields and then gathered into a fold at night which was guarded by a shepherd throughout the night. He was literally the door through which the sheep had to pass. The Scriptures describe God as a shepherd who brings security and peace to his people. The Lord will keep your going out and your coming in from this time forth and for evermore (Psalm 120:8). Even the leaders of God's people are called shepherds: they shall lead them out and bring them in; that the congregation of the Lord may not be as sheep which have no shepherd (Numbers 27:17). Just as a shepherd kept watch over his sheep and protected them from danger, so Jesus stands watch over his people as the Shepherd and Guardian of our souls (1 Peter 2:25). Do you know the peace and security of a life fully submitted to God?

	Jesus willingly laid down his life for us - the sheep he ransomed with his own blood
	St. Augustine of Hippo (354-430 AD) writes: "He has accomplished what he taught us: He has shown us what He commanded us to do. He laid down his own life for his sheep, that within our mystery he might change his body and blood into food, and nourish the sheep he had redeemed with the food of his own flesh. He has shown us the way we must follow, despite fear of death. He has laid down the pattern to which we must conform ourselves. The first duty laid on us is to use our material goods in mercy for the needs of his sheep, and then, if necessary, give even our lives for them. He that will not give of his substance for his sheep, how shall he lay down his life for them?" (Tr. 46 in John). Do you look to Jesus the Good Shepherd, to receive the strength and courage you need to live and serve as his disciple?
	Meditation: Do you know the peace and security of the Good   Shepherd who watches over his own? The Old Testament often speaks of God as shepherd of his people, Israel. The Lord is my shepherd, I shall not want (Psalm 23:1). Give ear, O Shepherd of Israel, you who lead Joseph like a flock! (Psalm 80:1) We are his people, and the sheep of his pasture (Psalm 100:3). The Messiah is also pictured as the shepherd of God's people: He will feed his flock like a shepherd, he will gather the lambs in his arms (Isaiah 40:11). Jesus says he is the Good Shepherd who will risk his life to seek out and save the stray sheep (Matthew 18:12, Luke 15:4). He is the Shepherd and Guardian of our souls (1 Peter 2:25).

	In our parish of St Luke the Evangelist and St Timothy’s, five RCIA participants were received into the Church at the Easter Vigil 2026, each with a unique journey of faith and homecoming. Here, we share one testimony of our newly initiated members, DEWEN, a unique story marked by searching, discovery, and ultimately, a sense of coming home. Dewen’s path was paved by years of watching his wife receive the Eucharist, a silent invitation that eventually led him to join the RCIA to deepen his own connection with God.



	A GROWING HUNGER FOR GOD - DEWEN’S STORY
	‘Being able to finally participate in the Holy Eucharist was surreal,’ he says. ‘For nine years, I had watched my wife, Gabby, receive Communion, and now being able to join her was a deeply memorable moment. The liturgies during Holy Week were especially meaningful, as they brought to life the journey of Jesus leading up to his death.’  Dewen joined RCIA as the first step in the process of becoming a Catholic, describing the six-month journey as ‘incredibly informative’, giving him, he says, ‘a much deeper understanding of the teachings of the Catholic Church and the meaning behind its traditions. Throughout this time, I felt fully supported by the parish community, as well as by my godparent, Kelvin, who is also my father-in-law.’
	Before his initiation into the Catholic Church—‘a truly a significant experience’—Dewen says he ‘had not given much thought to the Eucharist, despite seeing Gabby receive it regularly. However, standing at the altar and receiving the sacraments of initiation gave me a deeper sense of connection with God.’
	In the past six months, as he has developed a better understanding of the practices of the Church, his faith has continued to grow. ‘One of the challenges I face in today’s world is being mindful of my thoughts and words. I am learning to act more in the person of Jesus and to keep my emotions in check,’ he says. ‘I plan to attend Mass regularly with Gabby [at St Timothy’s]. For now, I see myself not just simply as a parishioner, as I am open to becoming involved in church ministries and groups. I feel supported as I continue to find my feet in this new journey of faith.’
